
GRAPH:

There are 4 types of graphs available:
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Graph left/top

Graph right/top

Graph left/bottom

Graph right/bottom

For example - a Graph left/bottom:
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(The heart and HF value are separate elements)
This graph is connected to curr. HR, uses Dynamic Colors and "Mark min/max values" is checked (little dots). 

A graph "left/bottom" starts at the left edge, grows to the right edge. When it is reached, the actual value always is on the right side and the graph moves to the left. Smaller values are at the bottom, larger values at the top.
Stroke defines the thickness (increment) of each value, which is updated every second.

Max. value determines the height scale of the graph. If Max. value is set to 0, the largest value that currently occurs is at the top edge of the graph. Every other value fixes the height scale from 0 to max. value. Any values that are larger than this are cut off.
Dynamic colors can be used as with all other graphic elements.
A graph right/bottom runs in the opposite direction.

A graph right/top has the base of the graph on top.
